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CHESTER COUNTY 
CHESTER COUNTY can well be proud or its past and pre.<ient.. It has stood foremost not. only in HiRtory bnt. in Literature, Art, Science, Music, Invention, Exploration, Sports, The Stage, Production and in many other ways. 

It.s Geogrnphy is very interesting. Ita scenery c1U1not be surpassed and the product& or ita flelda and mills are known far and wide. 
The County contains 768 square miles of land, bounded by the Countiett of Lancaster, Berka, Mont­gomr.ry and Delaware of this St.ate; Cecil County, Maryland and Now CQStle Count.y, Delaware. 
It contains one city, fifteen boroughs and firty-eevon townships. 
Its length from north to south is abo11t 36 miles and its width is about 25 miles. Ita strenmR, the Schuyl­kill River, the Oct.orora, the Brandywine, Buck and Doe Runs, Pigeon, French, Pickering, Chester, Valley, Elk, Red Clay and White Clay Creeks are well known. 
Its Welsh Mountains, the Great Valley, North and South Valley Hills, and Black Honse Hill add much to the scenery. 
Here can ho round the amethyst., quartz.z. a lit.tle gold and silver and dozens or ot.her ~imens. The iron mines of Warwick, the grnphite mmes or .r;aglo, tho lead and copper mines or Phoenixville enthuse tho collector. 
Geological formations: magnesia, kaolin, load, copper, iron, chrome, ser_pentine, red shale, aecondaey limestone, white limestone, primitive limestone, talc, mica, gneiss and trap can bo found. 
The County lies between 39° 42' and 400 and 30' north latitude and 75° 15' and 76° 15' west longitude. If we should walk around the border we would walk 112 miles. The Welsh Mountains are over 800 reot above sea level. 
The population is 129,258, with many foreign born. 
Of the 491,520 acres, 375,221 acres are used in various ways of agricultural pursuit&. Wo have 4,888 forms. 
These farms recently prorluced in one yenr 25 million f:allona or milk, 112,023 pounda of butter; sold 3,097,313 dozens of eggs; had 443,404 chickens, 38,266 cows, 1,456 horses and mules; 4,073 sheep and 9,499 hogs. · The orchards contained 96,593 apple trees and 45,979 peach trees. Eighty per cent of all of the mush­rooms raised in tho United States aro rtiiSed in this county. 
Our first road11 were Indian trails. 
Tho road from Phoenixville to Block Rock waR opened in 1730; Crom Charlestown to Fountain Inn in 1731. William Penn laid out Marlborough Street, now known as the Street Road. Some of the other early old roads: Old Lancaster, Swede's Ford Road, Boot. Rood, Long Ford Road, White Horse Road, Kinsa Highway, Conestoga, Horseshoe Pike, Baltimore Pike, and tho Lancaster Turnpike, first in America. 
The old hotel and tho stnge coach cannot ho forgot.ten •. With the coming or the railroad in the early '30's, the cones toga soon lost ita traDSJ>Qrtation powers. and now it. seems as iC the automobile and the bus have gained ovP.r the railway. The county bas aevernl Oying fields. 
Railroads which have crossed our County with several in existence today: Pennsylvania, Baltimore <:;entral, Wilming~n f1:Dd Reading._ Chester V.nll@y, Pfokering Valley, P!>moroy to Delaware_ Cil.y, Perkiome~ Valley. The Readmg, Pennsylvania Schuylk11l Valley, East. Bto.ndywme and Waynesburg (Dowrungtown­Honeybrook-Lancaster) and several others. These gave access to fine old picnic gro11nda. The tunnel of the Rending crossing under Tunnel Hill. Phoenixville, is 2,043 feet. in length. Bevernl trolley lines bave crossed tho County with one still being used. The Schuylkill canal was opened in 1825. 
We have had several earthquakes, cyclones, noted flooda, and temperature ranging from 112 above to 30 below zero.

Revolution; here tho American flag first waved over o bnU.lcfield; tho rides or &ruiro ChnynBy nod Old Mon Drown; tho morning figi!t when tho Americans woro forood to rot.rent. from tho Anvil to Chadds Ford; Cor11wnllis and Howo ouUJaoking Washington; Sandy Hollow and the American rct.roat towards Chester that. night. 
Other movement& or the armies will be described in regards to tho map camp sites. 
Thnt Rovolntionnry period olso gnvo us a port of tho Valley Forge camp _ground; Benedict Arnold's banquet. at. tho Mosca Coates' home: tho burning of tho log houses at Snyder's Mill, when tho British failed to captur1t Washington; tho so-called Paoli mnssncro; tho hospitals at Zion's Church, the Hill Church; at Down­fnsa near Downin~town, on the Prizer farm in East Coventry, at BirminJ?hnm and Uwchland Meetings; the stopping or some or the members of tho Continental Congress ot tho Half-Way House, Downingtown. 
A_great. event.was the visit or Lnfoyette OD JL•ly 26, 1825. (The spot where he reviewed the troops is OD Fa1et.to Street, West Chester.) He visited tho Brandywine BaUlefiold and was entertained in the Couut.y Seat.

Willis tow~ -

THE CIVIL WAR PERIOD 
Within ten days after tho bombardment of Fort Sumpter we had hundreds who had .volu:iteercd for service in the Union army. 
Briefly or thot period, these thinsa can be mentioned: 
The 97th Regiment, 124th Rngiment, 753 of the cannon used on tho Union side and the first cannon &red at Gettysburg, made at Phoenixville; Camp Wayne1 DO\V \V. C. S. T. S.: our troops at Fort. Fisher, Antie­tam and Gettysburg; Major I.owe of Near Valley Forge, m charge or Union balloons, hn;t to take Count Zep· pin aloft; General Benjamin Fisher, in char~ of signal work for tho Union side; Major-General Galusha Penny­p_ackor youngmt. Union gcnernl; Brigadier·General Henry Guss; tho camps for puroled Union prisonrrs from Gettysburg, at Comp Wayne and Oakburne; the hospital for tho Gctty11hurg_ wounded at the Normal School gymnaRium; tho camp in 1861 located at Rosedale and commanded by Colonel Fred Taylor, afterwards commander or tho Bucktails and killed at Gettysburg: tho c-.apture or confederates near Oxford: the 2,i,034 men in the 97th anr) tho 6,736 men in the Union army from Chester County; Major-General Goorgc Mc\...all from Goshen; those from Anthony Bolmnr's ncadem}'_in West. Chester who ofterwnrds served with the confederates, among them being_ a son of General Robert E. Lee; Lieutenant-Colonel Thomas Bell, killed at Antietam; Colonel HeDl'J Mclnt.yro; Colonel Augustus Duer, and the many women who aided in various ways.
